God cares about what we do and how we express
feelings.
You will need a sturdy paper plate, 5 lengths of
ribbon.
DIRECTIONS:
1. Print “God Cares” along the top of your
plate
2. Decorate your plate so it’s bright and
happy
3. Punch holes along the bottom of the plate
4. Thread curling ribbon through the holes.
5. You may like to put bells at the end of the
ribbon, so it makes a joyful noise as you
shake it.
