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One game my younger grandchildren like to 
play with me is ‘Knock, Knock,’ If you don’t 
know how it goes, it goes like this: 
You say, ‘Knock, Knock’  they say, ‘whose there’ 
You say, ‘canoe.’  They say, ‘canoe who?’ 
You say, ‘canoe come out to play?’ you can play 
this game over and over again using diƯerent words. Go on, give it a go!! 
 
The bible tells us about a time Jesus was talking about knock, knock, knock. 
One day, Jesus teaching his friends, the disciples, how to pray. He said, ‘Let’s say you 
went to a friend’s house late at night’ and you said to your friend, ‘I need to borrow 
some bread. I have a friend visiting and I have nothing to feed him.’ 

What if the friend answers, ‘I can’t help you right now. It’s late and we’re already in bed.’ 
But what if you keep knocking on the door? Jesus said, ‘if you knock so long that you 
wake everyone in the neighbourhood, your friend will get up and give you some bread.’ 

Jesus used this story to tell his friends and us to knock on God’s door by asking for what 
you need.  He says, ‘Everyone who asks will get what he asks for. Everyone who knocks 
will have the door opened to him.’ Jesus doesn’t mean this is for boys, this is for 
everyone. 

Jesus said prayer is a way to ask, seek, and knock. Jesus even taught his disciples a way 
to pray. We call this prayer the Lord’s prayer. Why don’t you try to say the Lord’s prayer 
with someone right now: 

Our Father in heaven, Hallowed be your name, 
Your kingdom come, Your will be done on earth as in heaven. 
Give us today our daily bread. 
 
Forgive us our sins As we forgive those who sin against us. 
Save us from the time of trial, And deliver us from evil. 
For the kingdom, the power and the glory are yours 
Now and for ever.
